The Law on Swiss-Latvian Cooperation Programme is approved
On July 21, 2008 the Law on Swiss-Latvian Cooperation Programme prepared by Ministry of Finance is approved by Government. The Law will define institutions and persons involved in cooperation programme, their rights and responsibilities as well as regulate decision taking and appeal system. 

The Law will regulate management process of cooperation programme in order to promote effective, transparent and sound management of cooperation programmme's implementation in Latvia.

In accordance with the Law, management of programmme will include establishment of system of administration, preparing and approving of projects' outlines and projects' applications, implementation of projects and subprojects, as well as control, monitoring, audit, evaluation, reporting on detected irregularities and recovering of non-eligible expenses.

Delegation to the Cabinet of Ministers to approve regulations of Management System of Cooperation Programme and Subprojects' Applications Open Calls is included in the Law.
