
Approved subprojects in the block grant “NGO fund”
On 5 November 2010 the Council of the Society Integration Foundation (the Intermediate body of the NGO fund) approved results of subproject proposals in the NGO fund financed by the Swiss-Latvian cooperation programme.
The single open call for subproject proposals was announced on 6 April 2010. The objective of the NGO fund is to promote civil society’s contribution to economic and social cohesion by supporting NGO activities increasing life quality of children, youth and retired persons.  The total financing is 4 117 647 CHF (amount of the Swiss grant 3 500 000 CHF).
Evaluation of subproject proposals was organized in two parts: 1st part - preparation and submission of concept notes, which were evaluated according to administrative and qualitative (justification of subproject) criteria. Applicants of best subproject proposals received invitation to prepare and submit final proposals (2nd part). Final proposals were evaluated according to administrative, qualitative (capacity of subproject’s management, implementation of subproject, budget) and specific criteria.

There was a possibility to submit proposals for micro and macro subprojects. The total budget of micro subproject is 10 000 – 50 000 CHF (including 5% co-financing by the applicant of subproject proposal) and the maximum length of micro subproject is 12 months. The total budget of macro subproject is 50 000 – 200 000 CHF (including 10% co-financing by the applicant of subproject proposal) and the maximum length of macro subproject is 18 months.
In the 1st part (submission of the concept notes) 455 subproject proposals were received and requested financing exceeded available 10 times. 120 subproject applicants were invited to the 2nd part (submission of final proposals). In the 2nd part – 110 subproject proposals were received and 56 subprojects (37 micro and 19 macro subprojects) have been supported with the total sum 3,6 million CHF. In the implementation of subprojects totally will be involved 15 partners from Switzerland, 36 municipalities of Latvia and several organizations form non-governmental and governmental sector of Latvia.
Approved subprojects will support activities for orphan children, children and youth which are in the focus of attention of the police, children and youth with chronic illnesses and disabilities, children and young people living in urban areas outside the capital city, stray children and for other socially excluded children and youth groups as well as for persons in pre-retirement and retirement age.
Implementation of subprojects will start in 2011.
